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Abstract

The current research aims at defining the impact of cross cards on
accustic comprehension and enhance speaking skills for fourth primary
school pupils with special needs. To achieve such goals, the following

three hypotheses were made:

1- No statistically significant differences are found at (0.05) level
between the averages of grades of experimental group who used cross
cards strategy and that of control group who used traditional method
regarding tool accustic comprehension

2- No statistically significant differences are found at (0.05) level
between the averages of development of experimental group who
used the suggested strategy and the averages of control group who
used traditional method in speaking skills tests.

3- No statistically significant differences are found at (0.05) between the

means of pre-post tests of speaking skills of experimental group.

The researcher used imperical design of equivalent groups
(experimental & Control). Total sample was (24) with (12) pupils for
each group. Experimental group used cross cards strategy control group
used traditional method. Researcher equalized both groups in (time age,
reading grades in third class (special needs), academic achievement of

parents, pre-test of speaking skills) variables.

Researcher made a test of speaking skills and a scale of accustic
comprehension. Reliability of test was done through the following

procedures: Passing a pannel of experts to find validity.

Stability of speaking skills tests was found through pearson
equation with a high and good level of (0.81) Stability of accustic
comprehension was found by using kudor — Richardson (20) equation
with a high and good level of (0.84).
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
