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Abstract

Lebanon is one of the Arab countries that has attracted the attention
of researchers because of the crises and wars that took place there, most
notably the Lebanese Civil War that erupted in 1975. This war was
sparked by political, economic, and social reasons, which paved the way

for Arab and foreign countries to intervene in its internal affairs.

Among these countries is Libya, which had positions and
viewpoints that had an impact on the course of the war and the parties
participating in it. Libya contributed at the beginning of the Lebanese
civil war by supporting the Palestinian resistance and the forces allied
with it, in addition to seeking mediation between the conflicting parties in
order not to internationalize. The Lebanese crisis and the lack of
intervention by Arab or foreign parties in it. As a result of the Syrian
intervention in Lebanon, Libya tried to prevent this intervention by
various means, but to no avail. When the confrontations intensified
between the Palestinian resistance and the Syrian forces, Libya sought to
impose mediation between the two sides, which succeeded in stopping the
confrontations. It also participated The Libyan forces are alongside the
Arab security forces that withdrew from them after the Riyadh and Cairo
conferences, which resulted in the transformation of the Arab security
forces into the Arab Deterrence Forces. After that, Libya was able to form
a national front for steadfastness and resistance in order to confront the
policies that aim to tear apart the unity of the Arab world, especially
Lebanon. The Israeli invasion of Lebanon increased the Libyan role in
Lebanon by providing material and military support to the national forces
and the Palestinian resistance to confront this invasion. Finally, Musa al-
Sadr’s visit to Libya and his disappearance there constituted a dangerous

turning point in the relations between the two countries.



The study begins with the year 1975, as this year witnessed the
outbreak of the Lebanese civil war following the Ain al-Rummaneh
incident, and the qualitative shift this event constituted in the Lebanese
political situation. The coming of 1981 marked the end of the topic of the
thesis, as it constitutes an important time period in the history of relations
between Libya. And Lebanon, following the disappearance of Musa al-
Sadr in Libya and the deterioration of relations between the two Arab

countries.

In order to give a clear picture of this topic, the study was divided
into an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, and a number of
appendices in which the role and positions of Libya in Lebanon were
explained at the political, military, and even economic and cultural levels.
The first chapter dealt with an explanation of the political conditions that
Lebanon has witnessed since the accession of former President Suleiman.
Franjieh, passing through the Lebanese civil war, with a focus on the
causes of the internal and external war and the positions of the Arab
countries since the outbreak of the war until the end of the Two-Year

War.

The second chapter was devoted to Libya's position on the Two-

Year War in Lebanon

(1975-1976). The first section included Libya’s position on the
outbreak of the Lebanese Civil War in 1975, while the second section

reviewed Libya’s position on the Syrian intervention in 1976.

The third chapter dealt with Libyan activity in Lebanon, starting
with Libyan political activity in Lebanon until the Riyadh and Cairo
conferences were held in October 1976. The first section dealt with

Libyan mediation in Lebanon 1976, while the second section showed



Libya’s role in the Riyadh and Cairo conferences, which were able to end

the Two-Year War. .

The fourth and final chapter reviewed Libya’s position on the
political developments in Lebanon (1977-1981), as the first section dealt
with the establishment of the National Front for Resilience and
Confrontation and its position on the developments of the Lebanese civil
war 1977-1980, while the second section included the (Israeli) invasion of
southern Lebanon and Libya’s position on it in general. 1978, and the
establishment of the Free Lebanon State in 1979, while the third section
dealt with the disappearance of Musa al-Sadr and its impact on Libyan-

Lebanese relations from 1978-1981.

Finally, the interest of the Libyan Jamahiriya in the Lebanese file
was due to Several considerations, the most important of which was that
Lebanon is an open country with political vitality, media, ideas, parties
and national movements, and above all because of the presence of
elements of Palestinian organizations in Lebanon, there was also a feeling
of the importance of presence on the Lebanese scene due to its connection
to the affairs of the region, In addition, the structure of Lebanon at that

time was easy for attention and intervention.
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
