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Abstract

This study deals with the topic “The Islamization of Knowledge in
Contemporary Islamic Political Thought - Taha Jaber Al-Alwani as a
model.” In the 1980s, there was an Islamic movement for the Islamization
of human knowledge and stimulates the human production in modern

sciences 1n order to conform the Islamic vision of the universe, human

and life.

This trend, is issued by some research and studies centers that
adopted the project or were established for it, such as the International
Institute of Islamic Thought, which is based in Virginia in the United
States, as well as a number of [slamic cultural and academic elites, led by
Dr. Ismail Al-Farouqi and Dr. Taha Jaber Al-Alwani which our research
1s based on his intellectual curriculum and his vision of the Islamization

project.

In our research, we have dealt with, in addition to defining
Islamization as a concept, a term or a project that took an ideological or
political aspect, we also dealt with the definition of the life and
personality of one of the symbols of contemporary Islamic thought, Dr.
Taha Jaber
Al-Alwani trying to identify the most prominent features of his
intellectual project, passing by standing on the most prominent stations of
his life with which his personality, intellectual philosophy and political
visions were formed, then the motives that prompted Al-Alwani to adopt

the Islamization project.

Then we addressed some of the political concepts that emerged for
discussion in contemporary political thought due to their importance and
centrality in contemporary life. The concept of governance comes at the

forefront of these concepts, as it has raised intellectual and political

problems on the contemporary intellectual scene, and perhaps the concept
of citizenship is no less important than governance, as it is one of the
concepts that have become a criterion by which to measure the success of
the contemporary state and its legitimacy from the point of view of its
citizens. So, how did Islamic thought deal with these concepts and how
did Dr. Al-Alwani deal with them from the perspective of the
Islamization of knowledge and are there certain controls for accepting
and embedding such concepts and ideas in contemporary Islamic societies
in a way that does not contradict the rules of the monotheistic cognitive
approach laid down by Al-Alwani and advocates of Islamization in

general.
