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Abstract

The idea of this thesis stems from extracting the jurisprudential selections
of Imam Al-Tahtawi Al-Hanafi (d. 1231 AH) through his marginal notes
on Al-Durr Al-Mukhtar, which is a commentary on the text Tanweer Al-

Absar,

These issues have been studied through a scientific and jurisprudential
approach, as the researcher establishes each issue according to the Hanafi
school of thought based on the selections of Imam Al-Tahtawi in
“Personal Status”, and then compares them with other opinions on the

same issue within the Hanafi school and beyond in a comparative study.

With evidence provided for each opinion from the Holy Qur’an and the
Holy Prophetic Sunna, in addition to rational arguments and other forms
of evidence, these are then compared and analyzed to determine the most

preponderant opinion.

Imam Al-Tahtawi Al-Hanafi is regarded as one of the most prominent
Hanafi jurists, having held the position of Sheikh of the Hanafis until his
death—may Allah have mercy on him, In our study of his entourage and

his choices of personal status,

It became evident to us that he generally followed the Hanafi school of
thought. However, he did not strictly adhere to the predominant opinion of
the school. Instead, he selectively adopted the opinions of the Hanafis that
he deemed suitable for his era and more convincing in terms of evidence.
Therefore, we found that he sometimes followed opinions that align with
Imam Malik or Imam Al-Shafi’i—may Allah have mercy on them both.
Evidence of this is found in the selections presented here in personal
status, which amount to (twenty-five) selections. Finally, we reach the
conclusion, which includes the most important findings and

recommendations we have reached in this thesis.
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
