granted to them a role in increasing the number of merchants In India, the length of
the coast of India had a major role in the establishment of a number of diverse ports,
including the large in which the major merchant ships were docked, including the
small secondary ports that were limited to internal trade and assisting commercial
operations in the major ports.

The Indian ports represented the backbone of the economic life of India and
its residents, as it was one of the most important means of commercial
communication and a free view of other countries and promised active markets for
goods and exchanged goods, and the field of economic wealth as the source of
financial imports, hence the importance of the subject (Indian commercial ports in
the Abbasid era(132-656 A.H / 749- 1258m), as the Indian ports were characterized
by their economic prosperity during the aforementioned period and the reason for
this 1s due to the increasing global demand for India's products and India during this
period became one of the most important opportunities for merchants, and to secure
