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Abstract

and whether they are Muslims or Crusaders.

It is known that the result of military confrontations human and material
losses, and it is recognized that the casualties are the dead and pirsoners
the most important negotiating hubs after the end of military operations.

The issue of prisoners is an important issue in history Throughout the ages
of human history, wars in the world have not stopped, It was necessary
that these wars resulted in prisoners of all parties to the conflict, and there
was a set of controls and the things that depend on the treatment that was
received by the other side, whether Islamic or Crusader and the social
status of the prisoner (commander — Amir —fighter — or of the general
prisoners).

We note that some of the prisoners were craftsmen who benefited from
both parties and also stopped treating Muslims to the Crusader prisoners,
especially from the religious sects of the Dawa and Aspartis, who killed
them at most times because of the seriousness of these Muslims and their
killing of Muslims.

We have also noticed during this period the personal interests of some of
the princes of the Crusaders in keeping the leaders in captivity because
some of them were in charge of the emirate until the families of the
commander were disbanded and they were negligent in their release
because it is the end of his authority over the emirate under his command
Some Muslim leaders used the captive prince as a means to pressure them
to force them to hand over cities or castles or to release Muslim prisoners

to the Crusaders and to obtain money.

The Crusaders resorted to liberating prisoners from leaders and fighters
according to the nature of the kingdom and the extent of their need for
them. At a single pace, Muslims have been keen to redeem Muslim
prisoners with crusader leaders or to take money with the support of the
Islamic Army.

Finally, we note that no Muslim leaders were involved in capturing the
Crusaders throughout the conflict. Despite the presence of the permanent
