Praise be to God, who honored the Arabic language by making it
the language of His Book. He emphasized its significance, saying in the
decisive revelation: {In a clear Arabic tongue} [Ash-Shu'ara: 195]. May
blessings and peace be upon our Prophet Muhammad, his family, and all
his companions.

It is among God's blessings and abundant favors upon us that He
provided this noble and honorable language with scholars who laid its
foundations and deduced its principles, serving the Book of God
Almighty and the Sunnah of His Messenger, may God bless him and
grant him peace, and protecting them from distortion and alteration. This
noble task was undertaken by exceptional scholars who drank the
language from its springs, traveled in pursuit of it, and then documented,
classified, and organized what they received. Until books accumulated
and efforts were consolidated, the edifice of the science of grammar was
erected, and it became one of the most prominent and clearest of the
Arabic sciences in terms of its principles and features.

Among these prominent figures was Mustafa ibn Yusuf al-Mustari,
who died in 1119 AH. He was one of the Bosnian scholars who lived
under the Ottoman Empire. He wrote a commentary on the model of al-
Zamakhshari, who died in 538 AH. His commentary is the subject of our
work, which we present today under the title (The Abdiyya Benefits in
Explaining the Model of al-Zamakhshari by Mustafa ibn Yusuf al-
Mustari, A Study of Methodology and Subject Matter). Hence, our choice
of this topic, as the book is not well-studied, but it contains grammatical
material that deserves study. It can be considered one of the important
commentaries on the model, which means that studying it constitutes a
cognitive addition to the Arabic library. After collecting and examining
the scientific material, we divided the research into three chapters,
preceded by an introduction and followed by a conclusion. As for the

introduction, it was titled "Biography and Heritage." We devoted a

biography in it, keen to ensure that it would be comprehensive about Al-
Mustari, as nothing of his scientific legacy has reached us that provides
sufficient support for him. The introduction revealed appropriate aspects
of his personal and scientific life, in addition to the political
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circumstances that surrounded him, which affected the course of his life
in one way or another, with a brief, gentle detour into the biography of
Al-Zamakhshari and a suitable presentation of his model book, of which
Al-Fawa’id Al-‘Abdiyah was an explanation. The first chapter is entitled:
The Explainer's Methodology in Writing, and we divided it into three
sections: the first: General Methodological Features, the second:
Grammatical Sources, and the third: The Explainer's Methodology in
Presenting Grammatical Principles. The second chapter is entitled:
Evidence from Listening, and we divided it into three sections: the first:
Reasoning from the Qur'an and its Recitations, the second: Reasoning
from Poetry, and the third: Reasoning from the speech of the Arabs other
than poetry, which includes the Noble Prophetic Hadith and the prose of
the Arabs. The third chapter is entitled: Issues of Grammatical Thought,
and it includes three sections: the first: Grammatical Reasoning, the
second: Grammatical Disagreement and Grammatical Choices, and the
third: Evaluative Grammatical Rulings.

The sources were diverse, the most important of which are: (The
Book, Sibawayh (d. 180 AH), Al-Mufassal fi Sina'at al-I'rab by Al-
Zamakhshari (d. 538 AH), Al-Insaf fi Masail al-Khilaf bayna al-
Nahwiyyin al-Basri wa al-Kufiyyin by Al-Anbari (d. 577 AH), Al-
Takhmir fi Sharh al-Mufassal by Al-Khawarizmi (d. 617 AH), Sharh al-
Mufassal by Ibn Ya'ish (d. 643 AH), Al-Lubab fi [Im al-I'rab by Al-
Isfarayini (d. 684 AH), Al-Tadheel wa al-Takmil fi Sharh Kitab al-Tasheel
by Abu Hayyan al-Andalusi (d. 745 AH), and Sharh al-Tasreeh ala al-
Tawdeeh, or: Al-Tasreeh bi-Majnoon al-Tawdech fi al-Nahw al-Azhari (d.
905 AH.)

As for the method adopted in our study of Al-Fawa'id al-
'Abdiyyah, it is based on the descriptive and analytical method.

No work is without difficulties, and perhaps one of the greatest
difficulties we faced in writing this research is the difficulty of the
author's style in presenting the grammatical material, in addition to The
brevity of the sentences he includes in his explanation, and then adding to
them that the researcher did not serve the text with the service expected
of it, so he did not make for it thematic indexes and scientific indexes that
serve the material, and he did not translate for anyone, and he did not
provide us with statistics in presenting the material, so the burden of
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research and the

burden of following the text in its original sources fell on us. Among the
difficulties also is that the book is not studied, so we did not find for
ourselves what facilitates access to its material and its grammatical

chapters, in addition to the special circumstances that [ encountered while
writing the research..
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
