Abstract

The thesis included an introduction, a preface, two chapters, and
then a conclusion that summarized the most important results reached by

the study, then a list of sources and references.

The preface included two axes. In the first axis, we discussed
defining the concepts of dramatic and narrative structure, and the second

axis was devoted to the writer's creative autobiography.

The first chapter, entitled (Elements of Dramatic Structure), came
with an introduction and three sections. The first section included a study
of (dramatic conflict) in terms of conflict with the self and conflict with
the other, while the second section included a study of (plot) in terms of
rising and falling events. The third section included a study of (dialogue)

in terms of external and internal dialogue.

While the second chapter, entitled (Elements of Narrative Structure),
came with an introduction and three sections. The first section included a
study of (character) in terms of the main and secondary character, and the
second section was devoted to studying (place) in terms of open and
closed space, and the third section included a study of (time) using the

techniques of: flashback and anticipation.

The thesis adopted an analytical study of the narrative in terms of its
relationship to the components of the dramatic structure and the elements
of the narrative structure. The study aimed to reveal the ideas,
perceptions, and aesthetic and artistic values that were embraced by
narrative scenes (perforated masks), in addition to the diversification of

the selected models that were the focus of the study.
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
