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ABSTRACT

The world is now witenessing a revolution in the increase of
information . This has led educationalists and specialists in the field
of teaching to search for effective methods and new techniques in
teaching in order to increase the achievement of the students and to
develop thier tendency toward the materials they study in
educational institutions.

This 1s why researchers have been interested in preparatory
questions and regarded them as one of the strategies of teaching . So,
the importance of the present studey lies in the need to examine the
effectiveness of such strategies in some variables which are of
importance in educational preosess . Hence, our research aims at
knowing the impact of using preparatory questions strategy on the
student's tendency of the seventh basic class toward historical
materials and thier achievement in old history.

This study is based on two hypotheses :

First, there is a significant statistical difference in the mean scores of
the experimental group which studied history according to the
preparatory strategy and the mean scores of the control group which
studied history by using classical method with regard to the student's
tendency toward historical materials .

Second, , there is a significant statistical difference in the mean
scores of the experimental group which studied history according to
the preparatory strategy and the mean scores of the control group
which studied history by using classical method with regard to thier
achievement in old history .

To achieve this aim, the researcher has used the experimental
design which consists equivalent groups . The research is based on
two groups only : one experimental and the other controlled .

The first group is taught by using preparatory questions
strategy , while the second one is taught by using classical methods
of teaching .

The sample of the study consists of eighty four students
selected among the seventh basic class of Al-Numany a Basic
School . The sample is divided into two random groups , the first of
which includes forty five students , while the second has thirty nine .
The researcher has tride to equatize between the two groups with
regard to some variable like age , achievement in history , general
achievement , intelligence and the educational level of the parents.



The researcher depended on the teacher of history in the
school to teach the students . She prepared the necessary teaching
plans for both groups which are twenty plans . The experiment
continued for ten weeks .

The researcher has prepared two tools for measuring the
variables of the study . They are :
1.The First is used to measure the achievement in old history . It
consists of forty-five items and is of multiple-choice type .
2.The second 1is used to measure the tendency toward historical
materials . It consists of forty items with three alternatives :( always ,
some times , rarely).

In order to be sure of the correctness and suitability of the
tools of the research , the researcher has found validity indictors by
using face validity through exposing them to a number of experts .
The reliability of the tools was counted . The coefficient principle of
the achievement test was (0.88) by using Kuder-Richardson
equation21 , while the coefficient principle of tendency scale was
(0.84) by using retest method .

The data were analysed by using T-test for two independent

samples in order to make a coparision between the preparatory
questions strategy and clasical method with regard to there influence
on both achievement and tendency toward the historical mterials .
The results arrived at are :
1.There is a significant statistical difference at level (0.05) in the
mean scores of the experimental group who was taught by using the
preparatory strategy and the mean scores of the control group who
was taught classically with regard to their tendency toward historical
materials . The difference was infavour of the experimental group.
2. There is a significant statistical difference at level (0.05) in the
mean scores of the experimental group taught by using the
preparatory strategy and the mean scores of the control group taught
classically with regard to achievement . The difference was again in
favour of the experimental group.

On the basis of the results , the researcher puts toward some
suggestions and recommendations.A mong these is depending on
preparatory questions strategy in teaching history to the students of the
seventh basic class . The researcher also suggests that more research
should be done in the methods of teaching history .
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
