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Abstract

The Mamluk name was given to white slaves, often without
blacks, as the source of bringing them was either buying and selling
or through captivity in the battlefields, as well as gifts and gifts or as
a tax paid by the governors of the states, and their use was limited at
first as a guard for the ruling authority at the time.

The first to use the Mamluk category in the Islamic world were
the caliphs of the Abbasid state, specifically the Abbasid caliph Abu
Jaafar al-Mansur (136-158 AH / 754-775 AD), then traced this effect
to many independent states that emerged under the Abbasid state,
starting with the Saffarid state (254- 290 AH/868-902 AD), Then to
the Ayyubid state (567-648 AH / 1171-1250 AD), and specifically
the reign of the righteous king Najm al-Din Ayyub (638-648 AH /
1240-1250 AD), as his reign witnessed an increase in the number of
Mamluks to a degree that other kings did not reach, and these
Mamluks played an important role He was prominent in facing the
Crusader threats represented by the Crusade, especially after the
death of Al-Salih Najm Al-Din Ayyub and his son Turanshah
assuming power. Al-Durr) a mamluk slave girl and the widow of the
good Najm al-Din Ayyub, and thus the king was transformed from
free to slave slaves, and then came the revival of the Abbasid
Caliphate in Egypt at the hands of Sultan Baybars Al-Bandaqgari The
year 659 AH / 1261 AD to establish the pillars of the Mamluk state
and to give it the legal basis for its rule, which exceeded two and a
half centuries.

After the establishment of their state, the Mamluk sultans
continued on the path of the Ayyubid state by acquiring young
Mamluks, raising them with a religious and military education, and
making them a tool for the rulers, who are the well-known (the well-
known Mamluks). b (Al-Jlaban Mamluks), which is distinguished
from the Al-Jlaban Mamluks, that its members are adult Mamluks,
and their ways of reaching Egypt differed between migrations from
their countries of origin, due to what those countries were suffering
from internal political turmoil that forced them to migrate and seek
refuge in Egypt, or by buying from slave markets. Because of the
increasing demand for them, in addition to the Wafidis, every new
sultan of the Mamluk sultans was heading to acquire a number of
these Mamluks to strengthen his nervousness and secure his throne,
and this was not limited to the sultans only, but the desire of the
princes was present in order to strengthen their position in the
Mamluk state.

The first beginnings of the emergence of the venerable Mamluks
in the Mamluk state go back to the era of Sultan Baybars Al-

Bandaqari (658-676 AH / 1260-1277 AD), and specifically to the
year 659 AH /1260 AD, when a small group of them came to Egypt,
numbering in the dozens, and then continued their entry over the
years by the aforementioned methods And the largest of these
migrations was during the reign of Sultan Katbugha (694-696 AH /
1294-1296). As large numbers of Mongols known as Oirat arrived in
Egypt, estimated in the thousands with their women and children,
the Sultan exaggerated in honoring them and giving them important
positions in the state to be his support in wisdom.

Thus, the sultans after him began to enjoy high positions over
their venerable mamluks until their influence increased and their
power was strengthened, and they became in control of many
aspects of the Mamluk state. Their princes and senior men of the
state such as ministers and others, as well as their attacks on honor,
markets and common people with murder and robbery in order to
achieve their interests without taking into account the circumstances
the state is going through, and sometimes the conditions lead them
to fight among themselves in order to reach a position or Obtaining a
fiefdom, as these vengeful Mamluks did not adhere to the Islamic
religion truly, and many of them did not enter Islam in the first
place. They retained their religion and the customs upon which they
had been brought up in their countries of origin, which had the worst
effect on the political life of the Mamluk state. The reign of a sultan
of the Mamluk sultans was hardly devoid of rebellions, sedition,
conspiracies or attacks against them since their appearance in the
first Mamluk state, which increased in the second Mamluk state, and
they were the cause of the instability of the Mamluk and
consequently its collapse and the establishment of the Ottoman state
at the hands of Selim I in the year 923 AH / 1517 AD.
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
