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ABSTRACT

Imam Jalal al-Din al-Khabazi is one of the most prominent
scholars of the Maturidiyya school in the seventh century AH, and
his book al-Hadi fi ilm al-kalam is characterized by a rigorous
scientific method that combines clarity of presentation and depth of
treatment. His book is characterized by a rigorous scientific
approach that combines clarity of presentation and depth of
treatment. He begins with introductory topics related to mental and
logical preliminaries, before moving on to presenting the most
important 1ssues of speech, such as divinity, prophecy, and
audiology. In this context, he is careful to present concepts in a
gradual manner, which makes his book suitable for teaching and
scientific training in the early stages of the study of beliefs. Al-
Khabazi's approach blends rational and textual reasoning, as he does
not limit himself to abstract mental arguments, but supports many of
his arguments with Qur'anic verses and hadiths. This reflects his
deep understanding of the dimensions of Qur'anic semantics and his
ability to employ them in rhetorical argumentation, especially when
the context requires highlighting a specific rational point without the
need for the full context of the verse. Al-Khabazi tends to be concise
without prejudice. He does not prolong the presentation of the
sayings, nor does he increase the number of digressions, but only
mentions the approved and famous, and presents the statements of
the opponents - from the Mu'tazilites, philosophers, and others - in a

calm scientific manner without fanaticism, and then comments on
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them with a rational and rational response at the same time. Al-
Hadi's book on the science of speech is a model of the Maturidi
approach in the stage of maturity and integration between the
rational and legal sciences, and represents a concise and solid

reference at the same time.
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
