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Abstract

The second scholar Saad al-Din al-Taftazani is considered one of
those distinguished authors in the science of grammar. He has
contributed through his footnote tagged "Sa'ad al-Din al-
Taftazani's footnote (d. 792 AH) to the comprehensive
explanation of al-Kafia by Rukn al-Din al-Astrabadi (d. 751 AH)"
in removing many of the ambiguities about al-Kafiah explanation,
which well-known as: “Al-Wafiah Sharh al-Kafia” by Rukn al-Din
al-Astrabadhi. He had also clarified its ambiguities, issues and
uncertainties in a precise and clear manner, by mixing grammar
with logic. He tackled language questions thoroughly; and he
enriched many issues of grammar, and detailed them. Al-Taftazani
adopted the method of explanation at times, and the methodology
of clarification and hinting with a few words at other times. He did
that in an objective, tight, and rich style, through which his
knowledgeable and conversant personality emerged in the sciences
of Sharia and language in its various branches and divisions, which
increased it richness and clarity. The book, ultimately, has become
a useful way for scholars, and students of science in general, to
understand the details of grammar, its roots, and its manifold
issues.
