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Abstract

The administrative judiciary, since its inception, has sought to
strike a balance between the ruler and the governed, protect individual
and collective rights and freedoms, and the administrative judiciary in the
body of society, such as the immune system in the human body. If the
immune system resists diseases, viruses, microbes and parasites, The
abuse of authority, the excesses of competences, the lack of reason, the
lifting of physical abuse, the arbitrary administrative grievance, and the
weakness of the immune system in the human body, the body becomes
infected with errors and rectifications, and if weak administrative justice
awaiting grievance and abuse in society, The judge is the key to
adherence to the rule of law and depends on his respect in the broad sense
that goes beyond abstract adherence to the provisions of the law to
respect the content of the law in terms of the need to protect human

rights.

The judicial system of the State represents its legal sovereignty
based on respect for human rights in its components of the composition of
the judiciary, the selection of judges and the guarantee of their
independence and impartiality. Thus, the legal protection afforded to all
members of society is complementary to judicial administrative
protection. Because administrative judicial protection is dependent on

extending its protection to legal texts often referred to in the derived rule.

The function of the judicial system was to find a judiciary that
would ensure respect for rights and freedoms in domestic legislation
through oversight of the work of the administration and to ensure the
legality of its actions. The existence of the administration is a party to a

legal relationship with individuals, with many powers and privileges, The



administration may ignore the legal rules enacted by the legislator in

order to protect the interests of individuals.

The administration must maintain constant contact with the
individual's life, and its mistakes may lead to harm and abuse of their
rights. Justice and its components must be subject to the rule of law and

the word of law must be supreme.

Therefore, the censorship of the work of the administration is the
most important and most important forms of censorship to guarantee the
rights and freedoms of individuals because of the judicial control of
independence and neutrality. To complete the legal components of the
state, there must be an organization of judicial control over its various

authorities.

Under the umbrella of the just judiciary, freedoms and rights are
respected, and in the absence of such fair and independent judiciary,
rights and freedoms are violated. One of the requirements of justice is
that the State shall subject all its organs and members to the provisions of

the law and not depart from its scope.
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
