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Abstract

Women have an important role in many stories in the Jewish holy books
(the Torah), and prominent female characters include Eve, the mother of
mankind, and Rahab, the woman of faith. These women played
important roles in building the Jewish nation, while in the Christian
Bible (Old and New Testament), women played a decisive role in many
stories, including the Virgin Mary, the mother of Jesus Christ, who is
considered one of the most important female figures in Christianity.
There are also women like the disciple Tabitha, who was a devoted
follower of Jesus. Despite the great role of women in spreading the
Christian message, the preparation of doctrines and teachings was often
attributed to the male apostles and saints. In [slam and in the Holy
Qur’an, women are given a prominent position in many verses,
including the Mother of the Believers, Khadija (may God be pleased
with her). She is considered one of the most prominent female figures
and 1s remembered with great respect. Other women, like the rest of the
wives of the Prophet Muhammad (may God bless him and grant him
peace), especially Aisha, had a major role in transmitting the hadiths and
biography of the Prophet, and the Mother of the Believers Umm
Salamah (may God be pleased with her) had a prominent role in Islam
because of the wisdom and reason she presented in her biography.

In general, although there were prominent roles for women in religious
stories, the process of deciding basic doctrines and legislation in the
three religions was mainly controlled by men. However, the great
influence of women in spreading, teaching and interpreting religion
throughout history cannot be denied.
