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ABSTRACT

Ibn Berry didn’t concern of Al_Sahah poetic evidences only in his
book (alarming and explaining on what happened in Al Sahah) which is
known by (Al Hawashi), then the community of Arabic Language in
Egypt has issued the book in total with six parts in (2010), for several
honor investigators , who achieved the first three parts of the manuscript,
but they didn’t find the remaining parts of this manuscript, then they
completed its achievement from "Lesan Al_Arab" for Ibn Mandhor who
maintained the texts of Ibn Berry, through his trusted narration.

From the concerns of Ibn Berry with Al Sahah poetic evidences,
representing with his explaining & clarifying of the evidence, recognizing
others, attributing them into their narrators, and correcting their
narrations. So we have selected the following title:

""Correction of Ibn Berry for Al_Sahah Poetic Evidence, Collecting,
Analyzing, and Reforming"’

Ibn Berry has corrected (520) evidences, mentioning to two or
three corrections in (40) evidences of them, so the number of corrections
has amounted (560), even though the general framework for correction
lies under correcting the narration of evidence, but we have classified into
aspects and dividing these aspects into sections to enable us collecting,
analyzing, and reforming. Therefore, the greater share of correcting was
made to the evidence narration, amounting (252), then the grammatical
correction, was amount (106) evidences, correcting the evidence
proportion, amounting (73) ones, correcting arrangement and distortion,
amounting (43), correcting explaining the evidence amounting (32), the
morphological correction amounted (24), correcting the arrangement of
evidence amounted (20), and finally, the correction of the situation of
make evidence amounting (10) evidences.

In this thesis, we have attempted make reconciliation between the

two narrations of Al Jawhary and Ibn Berry with suitable method
through making documentation the narration of poetic evidences,
depending on various resources as linguistic lexicons, grammatical &
morphological books, books of arrangement & distortion, and poetical
works with their explaining.
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
