In this message, I addressed the injustice that exists in Hindu
society and continues to this day, and the great oppression it
causes to society, which is divided into four classes. People are
saddened by the great injustice that has befallen them, their
freedoms have been violated, and they have been deprived of
the simplest freedoms and necessities of a simple life. One who
looks at Hinduism finds that the essence of religion 1s a human-



made sect. The Hindu religion is based on the great. Hindus are
not based on monotheism or polygamy. The small and strong
person has become weak. The lower class is exposed to all kinds
of injustice by the upper class, especially women, who are the
biggest victims of the injustice of Hindu society. They were
burned with the body of their husbands, and they did not know
their rights: neither in their father's house nor in their husband's
house. This 1s natural because they are human-made. And in
what does not achieve the interests of the people

As for the Buddhist religion, it is known among people for the
softness of its morals and nature, but if we look at its teachings
with an eye, then the human condition 1s not better than the
human condition in justice, we find that it contains a number of
types of injustice in all its forms. It is closest to Hinduism, as it
was expelled from its society, and among the greatest injustices
in its view is that it denies a god and a worshipped one from the
beginning. This religion also orders its followers to beg, be idle,
live rough, and move away from desires to paganism rather than
to secularism, and to abandon wealth. This is a denial of human
freedoms, and it is also one of the forms of injustice that have
befallen humanity

As for Judaism, it is one of the religions revealed by God
Almighty. It came with the tongue of monotheism and calling
people to worship God and abandon everything else. This was
mentioned in the Holy Qur'an in many verses that mention the
news of the Children of Israel, which do not differ from what
came in the Muslim belief their biographies, and the belief they
were charged with in its truthfulness and characteristics, all of
which are from God Almighty, The truth is that the Jews got rid
of books, as the religion is one and the laws are multiple.
Studying the history of the Jewish religion constitutes an
important pillar in studying the Jewish belief and the
developments it went through. It was colored (peace be upon
him), they distorted the divine revelation with theforiginal lost
Torah that was revealed to Moses and from it, and the rabbis



formulated it in their books, the Jewish belief with the color of
events throughout the stages of the history of the Israelites,
whose contents are the true key to understanding the personality
of the Zionisti and the Protocols of Zion (the Talmud). They
attacked ther law and made changes and alterations. The Jews
did not accept theflaw of their Prophet with good contemporary
acceptance, so much distortion occurred in their taxts, so they
changed the facts and rulings that came in the Torah They
formulated it using methods that harmonized their plans and
served their goals. They deprived people of freedom and
restricted it to some of the rabbis in a way that suited their goals.
They restricted freedom and deprived people of it, especially
women. Islam came to respond to them and clarify the truth
about God's will to honor people regardless of their gender,
color, or language.
