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Abstract

The novel was and still is the narrative type that is closest to reality,
and the influence was according to the human perception of reality. This
makes us call the novel the nineteenth century a realistic novel, and we
also call the novel "The Stream of Consciousness" a realistic novel, but
there are two differences between the two realities. While the nineteenth
century novel expresses social reality, it is with the beginning of the
twentieth century, and with scientific and philosophical conquests and
with the great intellectual turns, it happened that the focus of attention
moved from outside of man to inside him, and thus "the stream of
consciousness" formed the direction closest to reality in the early
twentieth century.

And after more than a century since the appearance of this narrative
direction, the effect it had is too great to be erased in this period of time,
as the novel had created "The Stream of Consciousness" represented a
huge and dangerous turn in the novel, and the effects are still present
today, and this What prompted my professor, "PH.D. Sahar Raisan
Hussein," to suggest this topic to me, along with her suggestion to the
sample as well, which are the Lebanese novels "Rabie Jaber", when I
learned about her experience the many topics contained in this novelist
that were not studied and not sufficiently investigated, so it was agreeing
on the title "Stream of Consciousness in Rabie Jaber's Novels" after she
saw my full approval for the topic , and my belief in her experience, as
well as the important idea that been covered by this topic.

The research plan included an introduction and a preamble and two
chapters with five topics and then a conclusion. As for the introduction,
its title was "The Root of Consciousness Root and Roots", and it included

eight axes. and the appearance of the trend of the consciousness tale, than



it also appeared in the Arabic novel, and finally in the novelist and his
results.
