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Abstract

The agricultural status is dominant on the general description of
Indian, and its dealing with the animal resources. Consequently, this
matter is the cause of the transference of its population into agricultural
communities in participating with the increasing of economic activity.
India deserves the origins of some Indian animals and agricultural
resources. It stayed in that case until transferring into other states
commercially. Accordingly, the importance of “Agriculture and animal
resources in India Starting from the Fourth Century and till the End of the
Eighth Century A.H.” as an important topic to be tackled in accordance
with the approach of historical description.

The study aims at introducing the nature of agricultural job in India
and following the historical texts concerned with its animal resources to
be included in the ‘holly animals’ in addition to the impact of religious
ceremonies in forbidding of using and eating meat of some animals. To
add, the study introduces the most prominent features of Indian
agricultural job (i.e. land holding, agricultural instruments and tools, and
agricultural techniques).

During this study, it has been tried to find out the major
agricultural problems and their prominent adopted precautions for
overcoming them, the impact of agricultural problems and migration on
the agricultural lands, in addition to releasing the Indian farmer from
some imposed limitations (i.e. taxes, deportation, confiscation, and
cultivating limited kinds of crops). Here, it has been also exposed to the
core of furthering tools of agriculture and the actions that are contrary to

prospering the agricultural job.



It has been noted that the weather of India along its geographical
area is proper, the water resources are copious, and the sedimentary
alluvium sand is agriculturally suitable. Moreover, the farmers are
increased and the officials at all levels and systems pay a great attention
to support farmers and establish dams and water channels to aggregate the
agricultural crops. It has been also observed that there are various kinds
of agricultural means and several different cultivation seasons of the same
land in addition to the agricultural necessary instruments for this matter.

As for the agricultural crops, they are various and numerous in
India; even the natural plants have been cared to be included in the
agricultural crops. India is rich of its various agricultural products and
exports the additional amounts to other countries. It is also regarded as
one of the major producers of various crops like spices and aromatic
plants. The same case of variation is observed in its animal resources
including the domestic, wild, and water creatures. Generally, all these
resources, including the wild ones, have been significantly used at the
medical and commercial levels.

Most of the Indians practiced the agricultural job and breeding
animals so that they got several economic resources for India to enrich its
financial situation and commercial position with many countries
especially the Arab Homeland in the study period particularly.

The Indian agricultural land holding is characterized by instability,
since it is effect many factors especially the economic one in addition to
the social class regime and its impact on imposing farmers for
outstanding work in the agricultural lands without having its ownership.
Nevertheless, there have been executed many taxes on several crops and
special lands or confiscate them in order to be later distributed on kings,
sultans, princes, and nobles in addition to their fellows and special

characters of the rich Indian.



the official support for agriculture and animal resources was
characterized by wvacillation in accordance with providing fodder,
purchasing crops and animals for high prices or not, or releasing farmers
from taxes during the years of aridity. Most of these cases led to
deporting farmers and their cattle from their areas to new ones to cause
deserted lands for many years and deported farmers into other areas to
work as laborers in the new lands rather than being the owner or making
use of them for long term. In this respect, the religious ceremonies of
banning was the reason behind giving up the cultivation of specific crops
or prohibiting to eat and sell some kinds of animals. Consequently, the
prices of such banned crops and animals increased and abandoned for the
sake of Hindus and Buddhists temples.

To sum up, the agricultural and animal resources participated in
agricultural job, transportation, and prosperity of economic activity, in
addition to various civilized usages related to many industries like ships,
swards, cloth, ...etc., and that of preparing medicines and chemical
materials and treat with drugs included animal perfume like musk and

ambergris in addition to various kinds of plants.
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
