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Abstract

The Abasian era represents the most elevated era in the arabic
literature history, in wihch the researchers interested in its literature
throughout thier compersive studies that revealed alot of its issues and

phenomena, as is being the era of progress and flurishment.

refusal in hte poetry of Ibn al-Muqarrab al-Eyoney).

However, the refusal literature is considered a special kind of
literature as far as it contains challenge, determination and confrontation,
thought this confrontation evolved from the abundance of the human
suffering, such as struggles and challenges, in which these challenges

takes many forms.

In addition to that, in order to highlight this literature phenomena,
working hard to persuit its details, so that the methodology of this
research needs to be devided into three parts, preceeded by an
introduction, followd by a conclusion that includes the most important

resaults reached by the research.

In the introduction, this research tackeled the general concept of
refusal linguistically, psychologically and in the philosophical
terminology, in which the first chapter came in the title with the title
(the social refusal) that included many forms of the refusal incentives for
the poet represents with (stinginess, envy, envious, injustice, iniquity,

servility, humiliation and so on).



While the second chapter was entitled with (the cosmic refusal)
illustrating the most important contents, in which the Ibn al-Muqarab
symbolizes his refusal represented with (age, hoariness, senility,

estrangement, expatriation and fearness).

Meanwhile, the third chapter was dedicated to the aesthetic study
describing it as means that worked to enhance and deeping the idea of
refusing in the poetry of Ibn al-Mugqarab al-Eyoney, thus subdivided tinto

three axes:
1- The diagrammatic image, consist of (simili and metaphor).

2- The linguistical units (forhibition, negation, command, introgative,

oath, appeal and quotation).
3- The rhythm that consist of:
a- hte external rythm, represents with (meter and rhyme).

b- The internal rythm, represented with (classes categories, repetition,

exportation or replying the onto the poetic and parallelism).

Whereas the research references were diverse and multiple
according to what the research needed, but among them were poet
volume that was examined scientifically, then the studies based on Ibn al-
Mugarab's poetry such as (Ibn al-Mugqarab, his life and poetry) and (Ibn
al-Mugqarab al-Eyoney, objective and aesthetic study)
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
