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Abstract

This study dealt with the disclosure of the pragmatic dimension in
pre-Islamic poetry of the phenomenon of verbal verbs in Antara Diwan,
where the study was based on extracting verbal verbs and clarifying their
type and fulfillment purpose based on Searle's division of the five
categories of verbs, namely: (informations, directives, expressions,

imperatives and declarations).

The study was divided into an introduction and three chapters, the
first chapter entitled (a study in the concept of pragmatics and an
overview of the life of the poet Antara). We divided it into three sections
in which we dealt with the most important of what was mentioned about
the biography of Antarah ibn Shaddad, and to the most important issues
of deliberation, and the focus was on the theory of verbal verbs from the
stage of foundation at Austin to the stage of expansion at Searle. The
second chapter was entitled (News and Guiding Acts in Diwan Antarah).
We divided it into two sections, in which we dealt with the most
important news and guiding verbs. The third chapter was entitled
(expressive, rhythmic, and obligatory verbs in Antara Diwan). The
research showed the value richness in pre-Islamic poetry. Through our
application of the theory of verbal verbs to the Antara Diwan, we found
that it included all the pillars mentioned by the theory in the success of

the verbal act.
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
