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Abstract

The current research aims to find out (the effect of the word meaning
strategy on vocabulary acquisition among fifth-grade primary school
students in the English language subject and the development of their
verbal communication). To achieve the two objectives of the research, the
researcher developed three null hypotheses, which were subjected to
experimentation. The research was limited to students in the fifth grade of
primary school for the academic year (2023/2024), and the researcher used
the experimental method with two experimental groups that were
equivalent in variables (chronological age, 1Q, and students’ grades in the
English language subject for the grade). The fourth grade average and the
general average for the fourth grade and the academic level of the parents).
The students of the fifth primary school at Abdul Malik bin Marwan
Primary School for Boys, who numbered (30) students, were chosen for
the experimental group, and the students at Nazim Al-Tabqajli School for
Boys, numbering (30) students, were chosen for the control group. The
experimental group studied according to the strategy The meaning of the
word and the control group according to the usual method. The researcher
prepared two tools. The first was a vocabulary acquisition test, which
consisted of (27) items. Its reliability was calculated using the (Kuder-
Richardson) equation. The reliability coefficient reached (0.83), which is a
high reliability coefficient. The difficulty factor was calculated for each
item. From the objective test items, it was found that they range between
(0.43-0.68) and are considered acceptableAll of them. The second tool is
the verbal communication test consisting of (40) items. The researcher
relied on face validity when he presented it to a group of arbitrators with
expertise in methods of teaching the English language and sciences,
psychological and educational sciences. The researcher prepared teaching
plans for the two research groups in the vocabulary test and the verbal
communication test. The experiment began on 10/15/2023 and ended on
12/25/2023. The researcher applied the acquisition test at the end of the
experiment on Monday 12/25/2023, and the post-test was applied to the
verbal communication test on Sunday 12/24/2023. The necessary
statistical treatments were carried out and the data showed the following
results:

I-There is a statistically significant difference at the level of (0.05)
between the average scores of the students in the experimental group who
studied according to the word meaning strategy and the average scores
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
