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Abstract

The Impact of Using Mnemonics Strategy on Reading Comprehension and
Linguistic Intelligence Development of the Fifth Grade Primary Pupils in
English

The current research aims at investigating the impact of using Mnemonics
Strategy (MNS) on Reading Comprehension (RC) and Linguistic Intelligence
(LT) Development of the Fifth Grade Primary School Pupils.

In the light of the aim, the researcher has formulated five null hypotheses to
be tested. The researcher has adopted the design of two equivalent groups
namely the experimental and control groups, pre-test and post-tests has been
used. The sample of the research included (29) male pupils taken from two
primary private schools intentionally selected from the center of Nineveh
Governorate for the first term of the academic year (2020-2021). They were
divided into two groups: the experimental group (EG) included (15) male
pupils taught according to Mnemonics strategy (MNS) at Dar Al-Ma’reffa
primary private school. The control group (CG) included (14) male pupils
taught according to the Conventional Method at Al-Nibras primary private
school. Both groups were equalized according to a set of variables, namely:

the pupil's age, general average of the preceding academic year (2019-2020),



the pupil's scores in English of the preceding academic year (2019-2020),
parents’ educational attainment and the pupil's scores in the pre-test of
Linguistic Intelligence (LI). Moreover, the researcher has prepared the main
requirements of the current research, such as determining the teaching
materials and preparing the teaching plans. In addition, two instruments have
been prepared by the researcher to collect the data based on the dependent
variables of this research, namely: Reading Comprehension (RC) test of (2)
passages and (5) questions, and LI scale of (27) items. The experiment started
on Saturday (26/12/2020) and ended on Monday (8/3/2021). with an average
of (3) lessons per a week distributed over three days. The experiment continued
for (10) academic weeks with a total of (30) lessons. The instructions of both
groups have been undertaken by the researcher in order to control the teacher
variable in the experiment. Statistical tools such as, difficulty, discrimination
power, Kuder Richardson formula: Chi-Square, Maan Whitney and T- Test

have been used to analyze the results, which revealed that:

1- There are statistical significant differences at the level of (0.05) between
the EG and CG in the Post-Test of RC with the favour of the EG.

2- There are statistical significant differences at the level of (0.05) between
the developing mean scores of the EG and the developing mean scores of
the CG in the LI scale, in favor of EG.

Finally, recommendations and suggestions for further researches are
presented concerning the necessity of applying the MNS in the field of
teaching English language.
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
