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Abstract

The search tries to browse the development of government expenditure
on education and its impact on the economic growth for some Arabic
countries (Jordan, Saudi arabia, Qater, Egypt, Algeria and Kuwait)
between (2000-2013), by using the method of small squares to estimate
the simple regression models The models includes two types, the first
one deals with estimation of the impact of government expenditure on
education as a share of total spending in the economic growth representd
by the growth rate of gross domestic product.The second deals with
estimating the impact of government expenditures on education as a
share of gross domestic product in the economic growth The results of
experimental work showed the failure of government expenditure on
education in both types to demonstrate its impact on the economic
growth in all countries expect Qater and Egypt, which reflects the low
contributions of expenditure on education to increase levels of the

economic growth in most of these countrie
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
