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Abstract:

The representational performance in the theater in all its forms is an
art that has its techniques, methods and theatrical experiences through
transitional stages towards modernity. Achieving self-pleasure and
broadcasting it to the other in contrast to the professional who aspires to
reach several material and artistic gains and to broadcast an intellectual
and educational message. Both of them have advantages, dimensions and
skills that were granted experience to achieve the requirements of focus in
theatrical performing art and to capture intertwined ideas, dialogues,
tendencies, trends and emotions for emotional communication in a
purposeful educational theater that requires great effort in forming and
building the backbone of the community structure. Accordingly, the
researcher sought to reveal the characteristics of representative
performance between hobby and professionalism In educational theater
performances.

Therefore, the researcher divided the subject of his research into four
chapters. The first chapter included (the methodological framework) the
research problem, which limited the answer to the following question
(What are the characteristics of the representational performance between
hobby and professionalism in educational theater performances?) and
then the importance of the research and the need for it because it is a
cognitive achievement that highlights On showing the performance
techniques of both the amateur and the professional in educational theater
performances.

As for the need for it, it benefits workers and students in the theatrical
and educational field to reveal the different aspects of amateur and
professional performance in educational theatrical performances.

The first chapter also included the temporal limits of the research,
which were determined by the period (2010-2014) and the spatial ones
that included the theatrical performances presented by the Directorate of
School Activity / Nineveh, in local and national festivals dedicated to
educational theater performances. The educational theater presented
within the educational theater festivals, and then defining the terms and
defining them procedurally.




As for the second chapter (the theoretical framework and previous
studies), i1t included three sections:

The second topic: the characteristics of the amateur performance.

The third topic: the characteristics of the representative performance of
professionals.

Then the results of the theoretical framework of indicators, and then the
researcher concluded the second chapter with previous studies.

As for the third chapter, it included (research procedures), which
included the research community, the research tool, the research method,
the selection of the sample, and then its analysis.

As for the fourth chapter, it included the results of the research reached
by the researcher, including:
