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Abstract

Abstract

The aim of the research is to identify the effect of Adelson model on
the achievement of the second intermediate grade female students in
Arabic language and developing their generative thinking. To achieve the
goal of the research, the researcher set two main hypotheses. The sample
was chosen intentionally from the second-grade students in (Aqilat Bani
Hashim Intermediate School) in the center of Nineveh Governorate for
the academic year (2021-2022). The sample consisted of (48) female
students divided into two experimental and control groups: (25) students
for the experimental group that studied according to Adelson model, and
(23) for the control group that studied in the traditional method.

The researcher adopts the experimental design of two equivalent
groups and conducted the equivalence process on the two groups in a
number of variables, which included: (chronological age calculated in
months, the degree of Arabic language subject for the previous year, the
general average for the female students, the intelligence quotient, and the
academic achievement of their parents).

To achieve the goal of the research, two instruments are required:
First: Generative thinking test. .

Second: A test for the students' achievement.

The tests were characterized by validity and reliability.

After preparing the teaching plans and the two instruments, the
experiment was applied by the teacher in the first course of the academic
year (2021-2022) on Monday (15/11/2021) and lasted for an entire course
and ended on Monday (1+/1/2022). The achievement test was applied on
Wednesday (12/1/2022) and the post generative thinking test was applied
on Tuesday ())/1/2022) on the two research groups.

After collecting the data and analyzing it statistically using the suitable
statistical means on the statistical program Spss, the study reached the
following results:

1- There is a statistically significant difference between the students of
the two groups in achievement and in favor of the experimental group
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with the highest computed mean, which was studied according to
Adelson model.

2- There is a statistically significant difference between the students of
the two groups in the development of generative thinking and in favor of
the experimental group with the highest computed mean, which was
studied according to Adelson model.

In light of the results, the research came out with several conclusions
including: The use of Adelson model in teaching Arabic language
contributed to raising the level of academic achievement of the second-
grade intermediate students, as they are at an early stage of the learning
process, and also contributed to the development of their generative
thinking in a noticeably positive way.

The researcher recommended: directing the Directorate of Preparation
and Training to establish training courses to train male and female
teachers on the use of modern teaching models and strategies in the
Arabic language, and not to be restricted to the traditional teaching
methods that depend on memorization and retention.

The researcher suggested some suggestions, including: The effect of
Adelson's model on achievement and logical thinking in Arabic grammar
for second-grade middle school students.
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
