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Abstract

The labour injuries are considered nowadays as the significant and
dangerous problems, by which the economic activity in most countries is
encountered. Because of the renaissance and the far-reaching industrial
and technological evolution the world witnesses. And in which tools,
machines and raw materials used in these processes varied, which led to

the multitude and versification of these types of injuries as an inevitable.

It is worth-bearing in mind that the states intended to regulate and
provides for special rules to compensate these types of injuries in national
laws, to treat the negative effects arising from these injuries, and their
reflections on both the social and economic reality of the country, and to
protect workers, and guarantee their rights arising from these types of
injuries. It is also worth-mentioning that the legal regulation to guarantee
these injuries has passed many stages in Iraq, Egypt, Jordan and France.
And the categories included in this guarantee have versified during these
gradual stages. It is to be noted that the legal regulation of the labour
injuries necessitates or entails the determination of the meaning of these
types of injuries from legal, juristic and judicial aspects, as well as
indicating their constituent elements, and the conditions required to be
satisfied to consider the injuries from which the workers suffer as
guaranteed labour injuries. It is also imperative to determine the types of
compensable and guaranteed labour injuries which the workers may
suffer during or owing to their work, and which represent the injuries
arising from labour accidents, and the sufferance from one of the
professional diseases, or other injuries resulting from road events. As

well as a new type of injuries resulting from work stress and exhaustion .

It should also be noted that the legal regulation of the guarantee of

labour injuries includes the determination of the financing resources of



the guarantee these injuries, which is represented by subscriptions to be
payed employers to the competent organs. Besides the determination of
the special rules concerned with the compensation of the effects resulting
from labour injuries, which entails the determination of the legal basis of
damages, and the types of damages or compensation, which encompasses
both the real and monetary compensation. Considering the availability of
some cases in which the injured worker or the employer may be deprived

from his or her right of compensation.
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
