Administrative actions are an effective tool for accomplishing administrative activity and a means of
achieving the public interest, including administrative decisions. With the penetration of technology
into all aspects of life, especially administrative decisions, this has created a need for the
administration to transform traditional administrative decisions into electronic reality. The
administration has also become in need of using electronic means to enforce administrative decisions,
ensuring that the interested party is aware of the content of the decision through electronic publication
and announcement. A third method, pioneered by the French judiciary, has been added: certain
knowledge of decisions issued electronically. The study also addresses the concept of proof, who bears
the burden of administrative proof, and explains the positive role of the judge in investigation and his
use of administrative means of proof to resolve administrative disputes. This study highlights the
reality of electronic enforcement of administrative decisions and the extent to which they are subject
to the principle of legality, i.e., their issuance in accordance with the law and their non-contravention
thereof. This gives them the legal basis for their enforcement, the legal effects they produce, and the
legal authority their enforcement entails before the administrative judiciary, like its traditional
counterpart. The study also addresses the issue of proof. The enforcement of an administrative
decision that is known electronically without the use of paper documents and the consequent
disclosure of the position of comparative legislation in France, Egypt and Iraq. In light of the above, it
is necessary to increase interest and advance the study of the legal dimensions of electronic
transactions, especially administrative decisions, which have become increasingly used in light of
technological development We conclude from what was presented in the thesis on the use of electronic
means to enforce administrative decisions by the administration that it has created a modern theory
representing the electronic or technological jurisdiction of the administrative body issuing the
decision.

This stems from traditional jurisdiction and will therefore be subject to the legal provisions of the
jurisdiction element, at the very least, and may be considered It is included within the form and
procedures pillar of the administrative decision due to its reliance on the electronic means of issuance,
especially since the legislator gave the administration the freedom to issue its decisions in the form it
finds appropriate and suitable unless the legislator stipulated a specific form for its issuance. Finally, it
can be considered a new pillar added to the pillars of the new administrative decision that was created
by modern technological development, which is the electronic administrative decision.

Although the Electronic Signature and Electronic Transactions Law No. 78 of 2012 was issued, it
needs actual and practical application of its legal articles. Therefore, we recommend that the legislator
should organize the work of the automation system for the judicial system, which is by submitting the
appeal in an electronic system and announcing the appeal decision electronically, which Iraqi
legislation lacks. Therefore, we hope that it will be legislated. An integrated electronic judicial system
will then allow the administrative judiciary to use electronic means in its transactions.
