Islam was revealed as a message of mercy to all the worlds,
founded not on compulsion or coercion, but on clarity, justice, and
compassion. It is a call rooted in wisdom and kind admonition. The
authentic Islamic discourse is a reflection of divine mercy that flows
through the rulings of Sharia, its overarching objectives, and the character
of its advocates. Contrary to widespread claims, Islam did not spread by
the sword or through force, but rather through the strength of its
principles, the justice of its law, the purity of its purpose, and the
gentleness of its message. This is testified to by both history and reality,
as people embraced Islam in great numbers upon experiencing its noble
ethics, fair governance, and merciful guidance, This study reaffirms these
truths and seeks to dispel the misconceptions that portray Islam as a
religion of violence or its discourse as one of harshness and compulsion.
It is a sincere attempt to return Islamic discourse to its original source—
rooted in authentic, unambiguous texts, correct contexts, and profound
objectives—away  from  distorted interpretations or deviant
understandings that have tarnished the image of Islam in the eyes of
others, The research further aims to provide a balanced and scholarly
examination of the concept of Islamic discourse by exploring its
dimensions, components, and foundational sources—namely, the Qur’an
and the purified Sunnah—while deliberately excluding secondary forms
of discourse such as those found in media, politics, or even popular
preaching, which often adopt the veneer of Islamic discourse without
adhering to its essence, This work seeks to reframe prevailing
assumptions and to clarify the reality of Islamic discourse as a divine
message grounded in mercy, justice, and fairness—one that aims to guide
and reform humanity, instill values of benevolence, and not incite conflict
or legitimize violence, Accordingly, this study undertook a critical
analysis of scriptural texts—both Qur’anic verses and prophetic hadiths—
around which allegations of violence have been raised. The objective was
not to justify coercion, but to dismantle such claims through a methodical
reading of the contexts of revelation, the intents of legislation, and the
inherent structure of Islamic discourse that is rooted in mercy,
gradualism, harm reduction, and the realization of human welfare, The
research concludes that the deviations in understanding certain texts did
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not originate from the texts themselves, but from selective readings,
excessive literalism, and neglect of the higher objectives of Sharia. This
led to distorted perceptions of Islamic discourse. The study also clarifies
that the focus of its analysis is specifically on violence related to Islamic
missionary discourse (da‘wah), and not on violence in broader political or
social contexts. The aim is to vindicate the field of da‘wah discourse from
the misconceptions and misinterpretations that have been wrongfully
attributed to it, and to restore its alignment with the true spirit and
purpose of Islam.
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
