Abstract

Iraq has witnessed a historical significant event through the revolution of
14 July 1958 , while the regime has transformed from monarchy into
republic one, resulting in radical change on all political, economic ,
social levels that had an affection on health situations, so the Iraqi
government worked on increasing the financial allocations in a public
budget consequently. The rate of expenses on health institutions has
raised from (9,8%) in 1960 into ( 47%) in 1968. In addition the Iraqi
government issued health laws and regulations to organize the health

1ssues.

As the expenses rate has risen, the amount of preventive health
services on health institutes has increased in Iraq including Mosul
governorate to tackling diabetes , particularly the endemic diseases in
favor of contracts that held among Iraqi government and World Health
Organization and UINCEF. Iraq including Mosul governorate has
experienced disease eradication such as smallpox and bejel, and extend of
cholera infections with the widesbreading of childhood deceases

specially measles.

Mosul has experienced during the study period a development in
medicine education specially after the openning of Mosul Medicine
College in 1959, that led to increasing the medical personnel in Mosul
governorate. Consequently the number of doctors has increased from
(80) doctors ( male and female) in 1958 to be (145) doctor ( male and
female) in 1968, in the same context the school of nursing that its
openning dating back to 1956 in Iraqi government has an essential role to
provide the governorate with female medical personnel that considered a

significant important role. Although the increase of number of
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employees in health institutes of both doctor and health teams was few
and is inadequate, therefore it doesn’t satisfy the higher increasing of
residents needs and not suitable with population density , which

adversely affected on health services that has been presented to Mosul

governorate.
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
