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Abstract

Abstract

The aim of the research is to evaluate the practical education
program in the light of its objectives from the point of view of the
students of the College of Education for the Humanities. Its sample
consisted of the students of the College of Education for the Humanities
for the academic year (2020-2021) in the Departments of Educational and
Psychological Sciences and the Arabic Language, which numbered (140)
male and female students with (60) students from the Department of
Educational and Psychological Sciences and (80) students from the
Department of Arabic Language, distributed according to the variables of
gender and specialization, To achieve the goal of the research, the
researcher prepared a questionnaire consisting of (46) paragraphs, each
paragraph coupled with three alternatives. By presenting it to a group of
arbitrators, and extracting its stability by the Alpha Cronbach coefficient,
then distributing the questionnaire to the individuals of the basic research
sample via the Google Classroom platform through the Google Form
model and through the teaching of teaching applications (viewing and
application) In the departments of educational, psychological and Arabic
language sciences, and after data collection, analysis and statistical
processing using the statistical package for social sciences (SPSS) using a
one-sample t-test and an independent sample t-test, the results showed:

- The practical education program in general, in light of its objectives, did
not live up to the level of success that is supposed to be achieved from the
students' point of view compared to the hypothetical test (66%).

- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of 0.05
between the level of students' evaluation of the practical education
program according to the gender variable.

- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of 0.05
between the level of students' implementation of the practical education

program according to the variable of specialization.




Abstract

In light of the results, the researcher reached several conclusions,
including:

There 1s convergence in the views of the members of the research
sample in the level of their evaluation of the practical education program
in their different specialties, and that the implemented virtual (electronic)
education achieved an average percentage of the objectives of the
practical education program compared to the in-person program.

It also recommended several recommendations, including the necessity
of reconsidering the practical education program and adopting modern
methods of e-learning, including synchronous and asynchronous through
technologies and Contemporary educational platforms, especially in light
of the Corona pandemic, and the colleges of education in their
departments adopt all measures of prevention, distance and vaccination
against the Corona virus, and make attendance at schools and universities.
To complement the current research, I suggested conducting several
future studies, including the difficulties of implementing the practical
education program from the point of view of the teachers and their
students in the fourth stage, and the level of performance of students of
faculties of education on practicing effective teaching skills in light of the

virtual application.
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
