The personality of Mujbil Al-Waggaa' grew up in a family environment
with religious and clan tendencies. The healthy environment in which he
lived had a great impact on the strength of his personality and the
sapience, as he was the descendant of an ancient Arab clan in the
contemporary history of Iraq.

Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa', through his parliamentary interventions,
was keen to discuss issues that concern the life of the Iraqi individual in
general and Mosul individual in particular, especially in the regions of
villages and countryside. The local character dominated his parliamentary
interventions and demands, given that he represented his electoral district,
which included the areas south of Mosul, which lacked the most basic
services and needed a service and reform attention as a result of its
deteriorating reality.

Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa' considered education the basic building
block for advancement and advancing the reality of societies, so he
strived to address the spread of illiteracy, ignorance and the lack of
schools in villages and rural areas.

Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa' paid remarkable attention to the
agricultural reality and explained the role of agriculture in supporting the
national economy, criticizing the government’s measures to support the
farmer and provide him with aid.

Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa' called through his parliamentary
interventions for the necessity of preparing Iraqi cadres working to take
over responsibility for the oil companies, exploit the country’s resources
and get rid of the monopoly of foreign companies. He also called on the
government to the necessity of dealing with companies that allow Iraq to
benefit the most from its economic resources. This position seems clear to

us that Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa' was one of the advocates for the
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nationalization of the country's wealth according to a national scientific
theory.

Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa' was one of the most prominent Iraqi tribal
sheikhs whom Nuri Al-Saeed strived to contain and include them in the
formation of his Constitutional Union party.

Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa' stood with the tribal sheikhs side by side in
support of the Maius movement in 1941, and he was fully prepared with
the sons of his tribe to intervene to help and support the national
movement.

Sheikh Mujbil Al-Waggaa' was interested in Arab issues from a
patriotic and national standpoint. He demanded to put pressure on the
countries with which Iraq has good relations and to send telegrams to the
United Nations in order to support the issues of oppressed peoples,
calling for the liberation of the Arab countries by exerting the most

precious efforts to lift unfairness and injustice from upon those peoples.
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
