Abstract

Novel is one of the most literary artistic works that expresses the
self, fact, and deal with their problems. This expression is framed with

the author’s vision which varies from one creative author to another.

So, Sinan Anton’s novels are expressive with true expression,
wonderful style, about the self -contradiction and the fact that the Iraqi
human, specifically in his last decades, furthermore the author in his
novel achievement represented by novels ’jaam, Wahdaha Shajarat Al-
Rumman (The pomegranate Tree alone), Ya Maryam (O Mary), and
Fahras (Index) relied upon thoughts, visions, synonyms, and special
themes which unveiled a critical case, embodied in his narration and
touched the sociological, political, cultural and context facts, which is the
Patriotism that relies on worlds of freedom, identity, belonging and its
synonyms which form the Patriotism and reflect this concept negatively
and positively. Also, the rich ethnic and the sectarian diversity, which
have formed the mosaic of the Iraqi society that Sinan Antoon has
described in his novels, were the motive to explore the space of the four

novels.

For the above reasons, we have chosen the topic (Patriotism in the
novels of Sinan Antoon-socio-context study) which is a thoughtful and
original topic in the socio-context studies that link the two systems of
social and literary creativity to handle a social, ideological, and
philosophical case revolves around the citizen and his relationship with

his homeland whether he was in his homeland or outside of it.

The topic is divided into three chapters preceded by a preface and

followed by a conclusion in which the results have been summarized.
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The preface encompasses three pivots where the first one deals
with the concept of Patriotism Patriotism between the social sciences and
literature whereas the second one is specified for the narrative context
and the socio-context studies. The last pivot though was a spot light in the

life of the author and novelist Sinan Antoon.

After that, the first chapter opens which is entitled “The strategies
of the Patriotism”, which has been divided into two parts where the first
part deals with “the identity” that dealt with (the national identity, the
religious identity, the political identity), whereas the second part of the

first chapter is entitled “the memory”.

The second chapter is entitled (The Bases of Patriotism between
deconstruction and construction) which is explained in two parts, in the
first part, we have studied (the Bases of deconstructing) which is enclosed
between (violence, political, and social subjugation, sectarianism,
occupation, and chaos) whereas the (the Bases of constructing the
Patriotism) is in the second part which is enclosed in (folk tales, art, and
sports). The third chapter deals with (Patriotism and world) which was
divided into two parts, the first one has dealt specifically (the Patriotism
between Dystopia and Utopia) whereas the second one was specified in

(the Time Narration).

After completing all these chapters, and researches, we have
concluded several results in the conclusion part followed by the works

cited.
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
