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Abstract

This study involves the morphological reasoning in ibn
Jinii’s linguistic lesson in his book “Morphological phenomena
characteristics”, which represents the intellectual maturity of his
linguistic lesson, and the study has proceeded in two basic
aspects, the first aspect 1is the morphological reasoning of
linguistic issues in general, the second aspect is the
morphological issues that are morphological and grammatically
reasoning. This was addressed with lessons, analysis, statements
and clarification by taking advantage of the views of former
scholars such as khaleel, Sibawayh, Al-Marbar, Ibn al-Sarraj
and Abu Ali al-Farisi, as well as the opinions of subsequent

Ibn Jinit brought up the problematic issues of
