This study aims to identify the grammatical structure of the verses
of the account scenes. | applied the analytical descriptive approach by
studying the patterns of forming Arabic sentences in the verses of the
account scenes. The study is divided into two chapters: The first chapter
is devoted to the study of the nominal syntax. It included three sections,
the first topic included the basic nominal sentences, the second topic
was concerned with copied nominal sentences, and in the third section |
talked about the structural phenomena in nominal sentences. As for the
second chapter, | spoke about the actual sentence, and divided it into
four sections. In the first section, | studied sentences started with a past
tense, and in the second section, sentences started with a present tense.
As for the third topic, it included sentences started with the imperative,
and the fourth topic included the syntax phenomena in the sentences.
Actual as well as nominal sentences. | appended the two chapters with
an appendix in which | mentioned the verses of the account scenes.
Then | ended the research with a conclusion that included the most
important findings and recommendations. Among the most important
sources that | relied on in the research are grammar books: such as the
book by Sibawayh (180 AH), the origins in grammar by lbn Al-Sarraj (316
AH), the characteristics of lbn Jinni (392 AH), and lbn Agil’s explanation
(769 AH), and the collection of mosques by Al-Suyuti. (911 AH). He wrote
the parsing of the Qur’an: such as the parsing of the Qur’an by al-Nahhas
(338 AH), al-Tibyan in the syntax of the Qur’an by Al-Akbri (616 AH), and
the table in the syntax of the Qur'an by Mahmoud al-Safi (1376 AH). And
the books of interpretations: such as the parameters of the revelation in

the interpretation of the Qur’an by Al-Baghawi (516 AH), the collector of
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the provisions of the Qur’an by Al-Qurtubi (671 AH), the definitions of
the revelation and the facts of interpretation by Al-Nasfi (710 AH), and
the guidance of the sound mind to the merits of the Holy Book of Abu Al-
Saud (982 AH), and liberation and enlightenment by Ibn Ashour (1393
AH).
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
