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Abstract

This thesis is entitled The rhetoric of similes in Mujamma'a Al
Amthal by Maydany (D: 518 A.H.) (Balaghatul Tashbeeh fi Mujamma'a
Al Amthal lil Maydany), an analytic study of the art of simile which is
considered one of the subjects of eloquence (Bayan) in Arabic rhetoric,
aimed at following up what was mentioned in Al Mujamma'a of
circulating proverbs, derived proverbs, wisdoms and sayings; their
analysis as well as clarification of their similes' imagery. The thesis in its
study's approach adopted the reading of instances and analyzing them via
special taste based upon the linguistic declaration of some of their
utterances, then tackling the occasion as well as the story of that instance
to reveal its imagery capacity. The researcher have noticed many
rhetoricians using the term, circulating simile, for the simile which uses
an article, and the asserted simile, for the simile which skips the use of an
article. The researcher attempted studying them with different
expressions to distinguish this research from other studies, using the term,
absolute simile for the one with the article, and the terms metonymic
simile and bare simile for the ones without article. The researcher in this
thesis also combined on the one hand between the inherited studies based
on studying the similarities through detailed, overall, rhetoric and
representative similes as well as in the seven purposes of simile that
belong to the resembled, and what can be invented in studying the
contents of similes and dividing them into dynamic simile and fixed

simile as well as other similes that comprise many contents on the other

hand.

The results of the study included the possibility of studying the
instances presented in Mujamma'a Al Amthal through the aforementioned

terms with analysis and clarification.



The study was divided into an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion. The introduction included three axis: First: introducing Al
Maydany, his status, his works and his scientific writings. Second: The
limits of the proverb and clarification of its features and types in
Mujamma'a Al Amthal. Third: The concept of simile and its essence at
our early scholars as well as stating its components. The researcher
tackled some instances — not all what is included in this art- with analysis
in the three chapters. Chapter one contained three sections; the first
tackled the absolute simile, the second tackled metonymic simile and the
third tackled bare simile, with an inventory and statistics of instances of
each one of them in special tables. Chapter two was dedicated to the
aspects of similarities and purposes of simile; the first section tackled
detailed and overall similes, the second tackled rhetoric simile, the third
tackled representative simile and the fourth tackled the seven purposes of
simile that belong to the resembled. Chapter three discussed the contents
of simile through three sections; the first tackled dynamic simile
specialized in man and animal, the second tackled fixed simile based on
tools, places and plants and the third tackled ten contents under the title of

other similes.

The study was concluded with the most important results that the

research reached.
