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Abstract

The flipped classroom model used for teaching a language is of
great importance. This requires the implementation of to promote the
learner's active participation in the lessons and achieve the desired
outcomes. Although there are many modern teaching models that offer
sufficient time at class, the majority of Iraqi English teachers still use a
passive teaching style that offers little opportunity for student classroom
engagement. Therefore, this study aims to empirically examine the effect
of the flipped classroom model as a contemporary teaching methods on
students' classroom engagement and achievement in English, because
activate the student’s role and the teacher’s role within such this method
is to be the ficilitator and the prometor. To achieve this aim, a pretest-
posttest experimental design is used. Two second intermediate females
groups were randomly chosen from Al-Zubaida secondary school for
girls. One of these two groups was assigned as an experimental group
(N=50) which was taught English by the flipped classroom model, and
the other as a control group (N=50) which was taught by the traditional
used method. Two instruments were used for data collection, namely,
classroom engagement questionnaire which was adopted from Lam et al.
(2014) and Alsowat's (2016) and an achievement English test designed by
the researcher. The results revealed that there is a statistically significant
difference between the experimental group and control group at posttests
in favor of the experimental group. The experimental group students’
classroom engagement and their achievement in English in the posttest
have remarkably increased indicating the positive impact of the flipped
classroom. In light of the findings obtained, a number of

recommendations and some suggestions for further studies are provided.
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
