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Abstract

Features of narration in women's poetry in the Abbasid era

Narration has begun to seep into the field of poetry, until it has often
become part of the components of building a poetic text, and almost a
poem is not devoid of it, or at least not devoid of one of its narration
components. The poem has become available on personalities, events,
places, times and dialogue, and these components may be present
together within the construction of a poem, forming a narrative structure.
It may be present separately, forming narrative features within the poetic
text, as in women's poetry in the Abbasid era, whose narrative features
were part of its textual formation. Hence the purpose of this study came,
which is to highlight the feature of narrative employment in women’s
poetry in the Abbasid era, in which this employment is one of its most
prominent characteristics, and which the Abbasid poet took as an outlet
and a means to reach her goal and express what she wants to convey to
other personalities. The structure of this study is based on an introduction

and three chapters. The preamble was made into two parts:

o The first: poetry, narration, and the intersection of races. The
second: Women's poetry in the Abbasid era.

o As for the three chapters, each of them included an applied study
after a theoretical introduction. The first chapter was entitled (The
Kinetics of Narrative) and it included two topics: the first, which
we divided into the character, and the narrator. The second topic

was the event.



e As for the second chapter, we made it under the title (Spacetime),
and it included two topics: the first: Time. As for the second topic,
we dealt with the place.

e As for the third chapter, it came under the title (Narrative
Techniques), and we also divided it into two sections, the first topic
(Description). The second topic was about (dialogue).

e The research ends with a conclusion, in which we present the

findings of the study.
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
