The thesis focused on studying the internal rhythm in the poetry of
Jalil Khazal for children, as the thesis included an introduction, a preface,
three chapters, and then a conclusion with the most important results.

As for the first chapter, which is (the rhythm of repetition), as it
contains an introduction and two topics, the first topic: it 1s (patterns of
repetition), which we touched on the most prominent types of repetition
that appeared in the texts, while the second topic is (the style of
repetition) represented by the repetition of nouns, verbs, and sentences.
The second chapter: It is (rhetorical rhythm), which also contains an
introduction and two topics. The first topic is (rhetorical intensification
rhythm), in which we touched on the two types of brevity, abbreviation,
and deletion. As for the second topic, it is (rhetorical purposes rhythm).
The third chapter is (Rhythm of Arts(

The chapter also contained an introduction and two sections, the
first section (the rhythm of narration and the rhythm of dialogue) and
through it we focused on the impact that he occupied in the poet's poetry,
while the second section is (the rhythm of visual manifestations), which
includes the rhythm of blackness and whiteness and the rhythm of
punctuation marks.

Thus, the most important characteristic of these chants addressed to the
child is characterized by a light and sweet musical rhythm that moves the

child’s ears and draws his attention towards these texts. Singing and
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chanting within the text, and this melody and musical timbre affects the
child before he pays attention to those meanings and images within the
