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Abstract

This study (Narration in Abu-Haian Al-Tawhidi’s Al-Imtah — Al-
Moanasa) includes an introduction and two chapters. The introduction has
three sections. The first is relates to the narrator, which includes his life,
the period in which the book in question was written and the most famous
writings which have reached us.

The second tackles (setting, speech, and text) from the deep link
with the way causes and results of composing this book and it is regarded
as a narrative, collective discourse to many types have collected to carry
out the purpose of Al-Imtah (entertainment) and obtain information (Al-
Ifada). The third one argues “The Al-Isnad” because of its deep
relationship ro establish the book structure in the first and to achieve the
research’s objectives through it by more self relieve to fulfill the desired
goal through the narrative text, as well as the great effect the narrative has
from this area whearese he used the series of Al-Isnad that descendes
from the prophet tradition (religious heritage) and use this style in the
literary telling texts and all the sciences in the literary in the literary field
with its new coining and various structures i.e. (prophet tradition, stories,
episodes, maxim, proverbs, tidings).

The first chapter has been devoted to the narrator from the view of
the narrator or any character-towards the events, and the device, which is
used by the narrator represented by (description and dialogue), then
dealing with the styles on which the narrator depends in the narration
(objective narration or self- narration), the benefit and features of each
type for narrator or characters.

While the second chapter tackles the elements of text structure
which is produced by the narrator i.e. (establish the time, place, events

and character) with the introduction when we deal every approach



especially in the first part or the second one. To become as a definition
the thing we deal with and its feature and how it appears.

The most important results which this study has reached, are the
structure of the book as standard on the basis of Al-Imtah (entertainment)
in first and tell a tales in the aspects, characters and the situations
accordance with the case which is required since the study went ahead to
reveal the features each tale or story under the name of field which is the
study set out under it regardless to the difference, we could point to
another result, that the listener was not just a receiver, as in the (Alif-
Lyala and Lyala and Kalila and Domna) but he was a particinent or
witness in the events of entertainment; yet every part has its own purpose,
depending on the active presence of addressee with the narrator, he
shared with the situation related to the narrator in all fields. In addition to
showing the narrator erlys the preface in his narration mostly on the scope
of nights and at the same time we find him in many places use the
narration without Al-Isnad. So we reached that charater in the stories of
Al-Imtah vary between knower. Many scientists and ignorants, gracious
and misers, righteous and, just and unfair ruler and ruled character, but it
is connected with the events since it became the axis around which the
events move. The characters are either primary or static from the view of
behaviour and norms. The study reveals that the establishing of the
narrative event within these stories, either it varys from the narrative
structure which submits to the successive events structure or structures
submitted to the base of establishing the overlapped events or to the
structure submitted to the base of repeated structure or to submit to
parallel or neighbouring structure. The study also reveals the importance
played by describing the forming of the narrative structure which reveals
to us at the same time, the high narrator’s capability of using this means

to serve his aims. The study also shows the importance of the dialogue in



revealing of characters in collective Arabic text (the text of al-Imtah and
Ifada) which consist of all narrative means and tools, and styles and
contain the elements of the principle structure which has been revealed by
the modren critical studies, but that inclusion has been used from the
ancient times which shows the wideness and progress of the Arab
narration represented by ancient texts in the field of wonderful narrative

studies.
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
