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Abstract

The displacement of people in their own countries because of the
war is a matter of growing concern in many countries of the world. It is
one of the most difficult humanitarian challenges today. The civilian
population often turns into direct targets for military operations by the
warring forces. Murder, torture and hostage-taking, looting of property
and deliberate deprivation of water, food, health care and other practices
that spread terror and suffering.

During armed conflicts, the civilian population suffers from the
scourge of war, which may force them to flee their places of residence in
search of a safe haven to protect them from death or persecution or use
them as human shields, as well as obstructing the relief supplies and
assistance necessary for their survival. IDPs flee their homes without
being able to pack food, luggage or even their identity cards, often under
serious conditions due to trauma and violence. Internally displaced
persons may become particularly vulnerable and require humanitarian
assistance and protection. Nationalism is at the core of any response to
internal displacement but may not be able to meet the needs of internally
displaced persons. In such circumstances, the international community
will support national authorities and complement their efforts at their
request.

International humanitarian law provides for the protection of
internally displaced persons as civilians who are entitled to legal
protection, based on the rules of protection established for the benefit of
the civilian population, and the distinction between them and the
combatants who prohibit attacks on persons not taking part in the
hostilities in any way.

The Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement also provide
further protection for forcibly displaced persons through a set of
principles relating to protection against forced displacement and
principles of return, resettlement and integration, although most States
have recognized the Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement To
basic rules and human rights norms, there is a strong need for a strong
commitment to these principles to overcome the challenges posed by the
exacerbation of the problem of internal displacement.
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
