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The Grammatical Illustration in Explaining the Shudhoor

adh-Dhahab by Ibn Hisham al-Ansari (D.761 A.H.)

The present thesis tackles the issue of (the grammatical illustration) on
the basis of which the grammatical rules are built, and the dispute
occurred among the grammarians in analyzing and understanding these
eloquent texts. The preference is achieved among the grammatical
opinions and multiple synthetic interpretations. We dealt with this
important topic through a great grammarian who lived in the Eighth
Century AH namely Ibn Hisham Al-Ansari, who occupied a significant
position in the history of grammar. This famous grammarian had written
many important books, including (The Explanation of the Shudhoor adh-
Dhahab), in which there are more illustrations and reasoning for the
numerous grammatical rulings. For the purpose of studying the topic
accurately, we decided to divide the thesis into three chapters preceded
by an introduction and preface. The first chapter which is entitled ( The
Original Illustration) points out the various types of grammatical
illustrations and their references in Ibn Hisham. This is confined to the
Glorious Qur’an, the Prophet’s hadith, Arabic poetry and prose. Then, the
second chapter which is entitled (The Illustrations Syntax and Analysis).
We dealt with Ibn Hisham's interest in parsing the illustration and stating
its various aspects, and the analysis requires different issues: grammatical
guidance, grammatical interpretation, grammatical appreciation and
grammatical conclusion. What is more, we dealt with many of Ibn
Hisham's analysis of the evidence which the grammarians inferred with
him. As for the third chapter, it is entitled (the illustration in function and
criticism), in which we studied how to employ the grammatical
illustration , methods of inference, and the different types of inference.

Then we moved to the criticism, which focused on the stream of



objections and treatments directed at the grammatical illustration .In fact,
The eloquent illustration is not the subject of a permanent agreement and
it is open for discussion ,therefore, there are many oppositions and
criticism. Finally, the thesis ends with a conclusion in which all the

results are stated.
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
