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Abstract

From the foregoing, we noted that the declaration of the Fatimids in their
Calipate system was based on their right to the caliphate and the
leadership of the Islamic world, which resulted in a state of competition
between the two caliphates affected the general conditions of the Islamic
world On the political level, the Islamic world has become subject to two
Calipate regimes, each claiming its right and legitimacy, which led to the

division of loyalties among Islamic forces. storming off the symbolic

unity, under which the Islamic world was shadowing And because most
of the Islamic world was loyal to the Abbasid caliphate, the Fatimid
caliphate sought to areas of Abbasid influence through preachers and
financial inducements and had established footholds which led to a
swinging loyalty of the political powers to this or that caliphate This
political endeavor has strengthened the military intervention to impose
influence and the will by force, and for this reason we see that most of the
geographical area in the Islamic world, especially in the East, has
witnessed a military competition that led to a state of instability in the

region.

On the other hand, this competition led to a heated debate between jurists
and scholars in the Islamic world to prove the legitimacy of the caliphate

system to which they owe allegiance.

Therefore, they legislated their , preference, conditions, rights, and duties,
and all guarantees that ensure their survival and continuity, which

resulted in numerous works that represented the visions of both groups.

This rivalry between the two caliphate dispersed the Muslims and their

political powers and shattered the symbolic unity of the Islamic world:
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Where other political powers followed in the footsteps of the Fatimids, as
Abd al-Rahman III al-Nasir 316 A.H. / 928 A.D. who declared himself a

caliph and a sermon was addressed to him in Andalusia.

Muhammad bin Masol, the ruler of Sijilmasa in 342 A.H. was granted the
title of Al-Shaker for Allah and was addressed the Prince of the Faithful.
