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Abstract

The current research aims to measure the level of cognitive bias
among the students of the University of Mosul and to identify the
significance of the moral differences in the cognitive bias of the research
sample according to the gender variable (male - female) and the
specialization variable (scientific - human) and the academic grade
variable (second - fourth) as the goal of the current research To measure
their locus of control and to identify the significance of the significant
differences in the locus of control of the research sample according to the
gender variable (male-female) and the specialization variable (scientific -
human) and the grade variable (second-fourth) and to know the nature of
the relationship between cognitive bias and the locus of control of the
research sample As well as knowing the significance of the differences in
the relationship between cognitive bias and the locus of control in the
research sample according to the variables (sex - specialization - class).

Where the research sample reached (800) male and female students
from the second and fourth grades in the faculties of the University of
Mosul from both scientific and human specializations (males-females).
The researcher built a measure of cognitive bias after reviewing the
literature, theories and previous studies. Each paragraph has five
alternatives, which are (applies to me to a very large extent - applies to me
to a large extent - applies to me to a moderate degree - applies to me to a
small degree - does not apply to me) and weights (5-4-3-2-1). By (Nowiki
Strickland & Duke 1974), the researcher translated it into Arabic, and the
scale consists of (33) items, and it is answered with (yes or no) and with
weights (0-1), and the psychometric characteristics of the two scales were
extracted from validity and stability, where The stability of the cognitive
bias scale was (0.81), while the Wackeronbach coefficient was (0.85),
while the stability of the control site scale was (0.80), while the Alpha Cro-
Nabach coefficient was (0.82), as well as the extraction of the
discriminatory ability and the internal consistency of the paragraphs of the
two scales. The results showed the following: -

1- Mosul University students have an above-average level of cognitive
bias.

2- There were no significant differences between the average cognitive bias
achieved among the research sample individuals according to the
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gender variable, while we found significant differences between the
average cognitive bias achieved among students of scientific and
human specialization and in favor of the human specialization. There
are also significant differences according to the variables of the
academic grade ( Second - Fourth) and in favor of the fourth grade

3- The students of the University of Mosul have an external control site.

4- There were no significant differences between the average control
location achieved among the research sample individuals according to
the variables of gender and specialization, while we found a significant
difference between the average control location achieved among the
students of the (second-fourth) grade and in favor of the fourth grade.

5- There is a significant relationship between the two variables of cognitive
bias and locus of control among Mosul University students.

6- No significant differences appeared in the relationship between the
cognitive bias and the locus of control according to the gender variable,
but there is a significant difference in the relationship in the scholastic
specialization variable in favor of the humanist, as well as a difference
in the relationship in the scholastic grade variable in favor of the fourth.

Conclusions

1- Mosul University students have an above average level of cognitive
bias.

2- Mosul University students enjoy an external control orientation on
the scale of the control site.

Recommendations

1- Counseling units strengthen the rational psychological side by
dealing with daily events according to the foundations that form the
facts correctly and without any fallacy, so that the outcomes of
things appear clearly to the student as related to the effort and role
of the student more than being related to the metaphysical and
matters beyond the control of the individual .

2- Educational institutions adopt the application of effective and
active education methods that take the student as the main focus by
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making him contribute effectively to the search for facts,
discovering them, formulating them, and proving their existence
that enhances his mature personality, so that he believes in his role
in influencing those events and formulating and shaping the stages
of their occurrence. Through his active role, i.e. enhancing the
student's view that the course of life is related to his pursuit more
than being linked to luck.

proposals

1- Studying the relationship between cognitive bias and some other
psychological variables such as (emotional regulation strategies -
thinking).

2- Studying the relationship between the locus of control and some
other psychological variables such as (self-concept - socialization).
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
