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Abstract

The main title of the study is represented by: The Effectiveness of
official Institutions performance and the structures of Traditional
system in Iraq.

The study starts with a conceptual framework, the first chapter
includes two sections, the first of which defined the concept of the
institution in general in terms of the most important and the most
prominent definitions and classifications, down to the concept of official
institutions. As for the second section, it was devoted to dealing with the
structures of the traditional system and its types in general, due to its
close connection with the essence of the research topic.

As for the second chapter has been devoted to two sections. The
first is devoted to dealing with the official institutions of the
contemporary Iraqi state, which revolved around three main demands.
2020 The second dealt with the institutions of the executive authority,
while the third was devoted to judicial institutions, and the second section
was devoted to dealing with traditional structures and their types in Iraq
through three demands, the first devoted to the study of Iraqi tribes and
clans, and the second to the components of religions and sects in Iraq. A

and Shabak, which form part of the Iraqi peopley the authentic, And the
consequent roles that were reflected in the process of building the
institutions of the Iraqi state.

Finally The third and final chapter deals with the official
institutions and the modernization of the structures of the traditional
system in Iraq through two sections, the first of which is devoted to the
positive and negative effects of the structures of the traditional system on

the effectiveness of institutional performance. In the integration and
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containment of traditional structures and the process of modernizing

official institutions, the most prominent obstacles encountered in the

process of their construction, and the second requirement for the study of

political, economic, social and cultural mechanisms in the modernization

of official institutions and the integration of traditional structures.

And the study concluded that traditional structures affect the

effectiveness of the performance of official institutions, and that the

process of institutional modernization has not yet been completed due to

the presence of several factors, most notably:

The abnormality foundation of the Iraqi State and the abnormal
reconstruction due to coups, wars and instability

Manners Members of the ruling political authority, which was
often characterized by violence and oppression social, Some
members and leaders of the government sought to consolidate
traditional identities at the expense of the Iraqi national identity.
The negative practiced by external interference, especially the
neighboring countries, against the Iraqi state and its institutions.
Weakness of public national awareness and its implications for the
process of modernizing the Iraqi state

Affected Community members and their affiliation with religious,
tribal or national authority authorities, and lack of confidence in the
law, legislation and official institutions due to the weakness and
fragility of the state

Attempt some traditional structures strengthen their influence by
all means, and the state seeks to strengthen its position and extend
its authority.
