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Abstract

The implied power defined as a package of power granted, to an
international organization to exercise its functions under the
established Treaty. These terms of reference are not directly
attributable to the organization and are due to the constitutional
practice of the United States of America. The development of the
activity of the states and federal institutions. This theory has been
transferred from constitutional law to international law through
international jurisdiction, although the jurisdiction of the Permanent
Court of International Justice is hesitant to recognize these terms of
reference by accepting it The position of the International Court of
Justice has been decisive in this direction by adopting the
acceptance of the development of the theory of implied powers and
thus expanding the scope of power of international organizations.
The theory of implicit power over the performance of the United
Nations in the development of its basic organs has been reflected in
the evolution of the Security Council's And the development of the
criminal jurisdiction of the Security Council for the establishment of
international criminal tribunals and the acquisition of competences
of the International Tribunal as well as the competence of
developed Taiz The United Nations General Assembly has
benefited from the theory of tacit competences by developing its
competencies through the establishment of the International
.Administrative Tribunal and the Uniting for Peace. The theory of
implied power reflected the development of the mandate of the
Secretary-General of the United Nations to play a stronger role in

the maintenance of international peace and security.
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
