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ABSTRACT

The present study aims at investigating Iraqi EFL Teachers’ Command of
Formative Assessment in Assessing Pragmatic Competence at the university of
Mosul at three English Departments: College of Education for Humanities, Arts

and of Basic Education.

In order to achieve the aim of the study, four objectives must be fulfilled.
The aim of this study is to investigate Iraqi EFL teachers’ command of formative
assessment in assessing students’ pragmatic competence at university level. In
accordance with the objectives of the study, four questions have been raised: (i) Do
teachers implement FA in assessing PC regularly and effectively? ; (ii) To what
extent teachers assess their students’ PC in their classrooms using FA.; (iii) Do
teachers face challenges in assessing students’ PC formatively ? if so;.(iv) what are

these challenges? How these challenges can be overcome?.

To address the aims of the study, data were collected from randomly
selected 30 EFL teachers and 300 EFL students from the three aforementioned
English Departments at Mosul University. The pragmatic paradigm has been
chosen, because it allows the use of the mixed-methods approach. The study used
the survey research design to collect quantitative data and qualitative data through
questionnaire and non-participant observations. Cross-tabulations were used to
present data which were then reported mainly in percentages. Non-participant
observations’ data has been used to support findings established through the
questionnaires. Major results that have been revealed by the present study are that

teachers use the teacher — centred approach, feedback given to students is not



detailed, there is very less attention to assess pragmatic competence appropriately
and EFL teachers are not motivated to implement formative assessment strategies
effectively. Remedial activities are not being carried out and that teachers’ training
in assessment is not thorough. Most of the assessment procedures are
examinations — oriented. Finally, the present study is concluded with a number of

recommendations and suggestions for further researches.
