In this thesis, I address the fankalat (interpretations) of Imam Al-
Nawawi in his book Al-Majmoo’ from the chapter of pots to the chapter
on wiping over the socks, collection and study.

This thesis has been divided into an introduction and a preface, the
preface included, the definition of the fankala(interpretation), and the
author, and the definition of purity and its divisions, and three chapters.
The first chapter included Imam al-Nawawi’s fankalat (interpretations) in

chapter reached Imam al-Nawawi’s, one fankala (interpretation) in the
miswak chapter, six fankalat (interpretations) in the chapter on the
intention of ablution

And the third chapter: Imam Al-Nawawi’s fankalat in the chapter
on the description of ablution amounted to fifteen, and the total of his
fankalat in the three chapters are thirty, and these fankalat were studied
according to a logical order as follows: a title for each issue, and then its
image, and editing the subject of dispute, and a statement of the reason for
the dispute. And the sayings of the jurists, and the Imam Al-Nawawi’s
fankalat , the evidence and its discussion, and the weighting, with an
explanation of its reason,

Then the thesis ended with a conclusion that includes the results,

the most prominent of which is that Imam al-Nawawi was named Nawawi
in relation to Nawa from the towns of Damascus. And if the issue is one
of the various jurisprudential issues, then Imam Al-Nawawi mentions the
opinions of the Shafi’i imams, And the opinions of the rest of the four
schools of thought, and deals with these issues in an indicative manner.
included: the holy Qur’an, the Sunnah of the Prophet, the reasonable, And
with the purity of the skins of the dead by tanning, And by getting tanners
with an impure thing, The purity of the dead hair if it is pure in life, The
purification of the milk and bones of a dead animal, and the impurity of
the skin of an animal that has not been eaten by slaughtering, And the




prohibition of taking gold and silver utensils, The purity of the
polytheists’ clothes and their utensils. Circumcision is obligatory for men,
and it is permissible for women , And that purification from impurity is
not valid without intention. It is not specific to tayammum with soil only,
and tayammum raises the event until the presence of water and the
intention is a condition for its validity. Washing is sufficient for ablution.
The saying in the name of allah in ablution is Sunnah. And the non-
obligation of rinsing the mouth and sniffing, and exaggerating them. It 1s
not necessary to wash the inside of the eyes, And if who had a cut off the
hand for ablution, if nothing remains of the obligatory spot, then it is not
obligatory. But if the cut is from the elbow, then the rest of the elbow
must be washed. And to the parts of wiping part of the head when
performing ablution. And it is not obligatory to wipe the hair that has
come down, about the place of assignment, And the permissibility of
wiping over the turban , And to the necessity of washing the feet, and that
wiping over the head is only once, And it is makrooh to add to the three
parts of ablution. And that the arrangement of the parts of ablution is
obligatory. Wiping the neck during ablution is not desirable. And it is
mustahabb to renew ablution and not to perform tayammum, may God’s
prayers and peace be upon him , upon our master Muhammad and upon

all his family and companions.
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
