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Abstract

Countries, despite their different sizes and varying capabilities,
resort to adopting a behavior that enable it to increase their powers and
their position in the international hierarchy to achieve their goals and
ensure their interests in international interactions.

As a result of the mounting of Turkish security ambitions and trends
towards energy security in the eastern Mediterranean region, which has
become a significant and influential space for those interested in the paths
of international conflicts with energy and economic dimensions, therefore,
the study attempts to show the impact of the huge oil and gas energy
discoveries that the eastern Mediterranean contains, on regional and
international actors, and the extents of this on the reality of the Turkish
energy security strategy in particular.

The transformations of the twenty-first-century environment,
especially security, show the effectiveness of non-traditional security
sources and their effects on the security of states, which pushed Turkey, as
one of the most important regional actors in the region, to exercise a series
of security tools and policies within the framework of its comprehensive
security strategy, to keep pace with the requirements of non-traditional
security on the one hand, and ensure its share of energy discoveries in the
eastern Mediterranean on the other hand, to guarantee a relative margin of
maneuvering and to get rid of its external dependence in the field of energy,
given the scarcity of energy sources in Turkey.

Turkey views energy factors from a vital strategic perspective, as it
found that the pillars of the Turkish renaissance in the international order
can only be achieved by reducing its energy imports from abroad and
providing energy sources from areas that are under Turkish control.
Therefore, Turkey has intensified its development factors at the political,
military, and economic levels in order to achieve its strategic goals and
consolidate the rules of its future vision beyond 2023, which makes it,
according to the Turkish vision, an effective and influential state in its
region, also has an international position in the interactions of the regional
and international environment. These Turkish policies and security tools
have pushed many regional and international actors to form a counter-
reaction, especially in the eastern Mediterranean region, which works
against Turkish aspirations and pursues policies and behaviors that reduce
its movement towards the region, which has complicated the directions of
Turkish energy securitization towards the eastern Mediterranean regio
