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ABSTRACT

The current research has dealt with studying the grammatical
efforts of Al Egy in his interpretation: "Jami'a Albyan".

The research has been divided into introduction, 3 chapters, and
conclusion. So the introduction has included a definition of the
personality of Al Egy, his kinship, the olds, works, and identifying his
interpretation.
