Al-Thaghour area was of great importance in the studies of
researchers in Islamic history, because of the prominent role of this
region in the most important events in the conflict between the Arab
Islamic State and the Byzantine Roman state, and also considered Al-
Thaghour as the first line of defense for the borders of Muslims as well as
this region has gathered different categories From the Islamic community
of scholars, judges and jurists who had a great role in urging the
Almoravids to confront, fight and hold steadfast, where in the first
Abbasid era the stability of the soldiers with their families in the stomata
became an integrated society where people lived, and represented in these
areas a kind of exchange the Cultural, scientific and economic.

The importance of the study is that it is a subject that has not been
addressed in all its details, although some studies have addressed various
aspects of the gaps from social, economic and cultural conditions, but it
did not address the immunization of the gaps in a unique but rather in the
context of talking about the gaps as well as some studies that dealt with
Individual cities of stomata such as the city of (Tarsus), so what prompted
the researcher to study immunization stomata is to highlight the role of
the caliphs in immunization stomatal defending by various ways and
means available to them.

The study period extends from the year (132-354 AH / 749 - 965
AD), ie since the Bani Abbas family took over the caliphate where the
beginning of their interest in the stomata and fortified by various means
and their work for those who preceded them from the successors of the
Umayyad state, to the fall of the last gap of the Muslim stomate Tarsus,
however, the Roman Byzantines year (354 AH / 965 AD), has been let
down stomata and did not find attention by the Abbasid caliphate, whose
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successors were preoccupied with sedition and internal problems and
intervention of the Turks, the Boeers of government matters, has been
neglected stomatal Vorgh entered the Roman one after another.

The thesis was written in accordance with the historical
methodology based on research and investigation and linking events and
discuss and draw conclusions in order to clarify the role of gaps in
addressing and defending the Islamic countries.

In order to reach the best results, the study included a preamble, an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, appendices, and maps. The
stomata in the Umayyad period (41-132 AH / 661-749 AD) and the
interest of the caliphs in that period.

The first chapter came in the definition of the cities of the gap
Bgosmha Levantine and island and the most important thing passed
through different ages.

The second chapter dealt with the interest of the Abbasid caliphs,
fortifying them, spending money on building them, shipping them and
housing them since the founding of their state. The second, where the
stomata were neglected in that period, and also contained the states that
were independent of the caliphate (Tulunid, Hamdaniya) and its role in
the jihad in the stomatal.

The third chapter is devoted to clarifying the role of social,
geographic and military factors in immunization of stomata. The military
factor explained the importance of building a military force and providing
it with what it needs from the Abbasid caliphs, as well as the number and
number of forts and armaments in the stomata.

It is worth mentioning that for each research and study a number of
difficulties, which faced the researcher in the preparation of this study is
the lack of sources that talk and explain how to build gaps cities as well

as what building materials, as well as ways of shipping the gaps in the
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population has only mentioned the process of transport only, as well as
the inability to Access to foreign references.

Also, the lack of detailing the way of transporting food and water
to the Almoravids in the castles and armed distant and advanced distance
from the stomata, as well as the lack of maps showing the locations of
stomata accurately and the lack of accurate information on how to build
fences and forts and their forms. The study came out with a number of
results, including: The area of Thaghour was considered one of the most
important areas of the Arab-Islamic countries where the most prominent
events and conflicts between Muslims and Byzantines. As well as
reached the stomata in the first Abbasid era (132-247 AH / 749-861 AD)
to the best form has fortified the stomatal and shipped men, was built
cities and castles and forts and may be in the stomata integrated
community, although the dominant characteristic of the stomatal

population is the Almoravids .
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
